Installation Instructions

Installation

1.	Mark and drill mounting holes using the snap-in ceiling clips as a template ensuring you  
	have the correct spacing for the version being installed.
2. Fix the clips securely to the ceiling.
3. Clip the ORRA-B in place and ensure it is secure before proceeding.
4. To gain access to the interior of the LED Light, loosen the clips that secure the diffuser  
	to the base section.
5. Separate the LED plate from the base by squeezing the securing clips inwards and pulling  
	the plate away from the base. There are permanent restraints the prevent the plate from  
	falling during installation and servicing maintenance.
6. Wire the mains input supply to the terminal block as per the diagram to the left of the page.  
	This is a Class I product that must be earthed.
7. Connect to the battery pack.
8. Reverse steps 4&5 to replace LED plate, diffuser and diffuser clips.
9. Turn on power supply to ensure that it is functioning correctly.

Important user advice

• It is recommended that the ambient temperature should not exceed 30°C.
• Ensure that there is adequate free air ventilation around the fitting.
• This installation must not infringe on water pipes or any other electrical services.
• It may be necessary to upgrade your MCBs to allow for increased inrush current.
• Always switch off mains supply before fitting or servicing.
• This LED light batten is suitable for indoor and outside use.

1. Drill two 2mm diameter 
pilot holes. (Wear safety 
glasses before drilling).

2. Screw the mounting brackets with 
the wood screws provided.

3. Clip the ORRA-B light onto the 
secured mounting brackets.
